To be eligible for this scholarship, you must… 

 Be a current high school senior or college freshman. 

 Have been actively involved in the Walworth County 4-H Junior Leaders’ 

Association during the current program year (for high school seniors) or the 

current or past program year (for college freshmen).  Active involvement means 

that you attended at least 5 of the 10 regular business meetings held in a single 

program year.  Multiple years of active involvement in the organization will 

strengthen your application.   

 Participate in a scholarship interview (to be determined following the application 

deadline).   

 

You may only win this scholarship once.   

 

Recipients will be announced and honored during the Walworth County Fair Bankers’ Night 

Awards on Sunday evening of fair week.   

  

Prepare your scholarship application and submit it (with the cover sheet attached) to the 

Walworth County UW-Extension office.  You may drop it off in person, mail it, fax it, or scan 

and email it, but all applications must be received by 5:00pm on June 10 in order to be
